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Fast Facts about Habitat for Humanity of Hamilton County

· Mission statement: Habitat for Humanity of Hamilton County, Inc. is an ecumenical, nonprofit Christian organization that is dedicated to working in partnership with families in Hamilton County under the conviction that every person should have a simple, decent, affordable place to live in safety and dignity.  Established in 1990 as an affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International, we are guided by the covenant that we work with community organizations, donors, volunteers and our partner-family-homeowners to build affordable housing for those in need.
· Habitat for Humanity of Hamilton County was established in June 1990.
· As of August 2011, Habitat for Humanity of Hamilton County has built 53 homes in Hamilton County.  Habitat for Humanity International has built in excess of 450,000 homes worldwide and more than 2.5 million people in 3,400 communities have been provided with safe, decent, and affordable housing.
· Habitat homes are sold to our partner-families at no-profit and financed with affordable, no-interest loans. 

· Through volunteer labor and donations of money and materials, Habitat is able to build simple, decent, affordable homes.

· The monthly mortgage payments are paid to Habitat and help finance the construction of future Habitat homes for families.
· Habitat depends on strong partnerships with churches, businesses and individuals to sustain its mission of making safe, affordable, decent housing a matter of conscience and action.

· Families must meet several criteria to qualify for a Habitat home. We ask:
· Is their current housing meeting the family’s needs?

· Can the family make a monthly mortgage payment?

· Is the family willing to volunteer to help build their home?

· Partner-families purchase their new homes from their local Habitat affiliate.
· Qualified families must have a minimal amount of debt and have a steady income source. 

· The Habitat no-profit/ no-interest mortgage must be repaid within 20 years.
· Habitat for Humanity of  Hamilton County’s goals include:
· Partnering with five more Hamilton County families on homes in 2011, for a total of 15 partner families in the pipeline.
· Build 2 homes in partnership with our partner families in 2011.

· Build 4 homes in partnership with our partner families in 2012.

· Acquire or have donated to our affiliate 4 pieces of land and/or homes that are able to be rehabbed.
· Increasing our capacity each year until we are able to build 8 houses in 2014. 

· Building a greater county-wide awareness of the issues associated with sub-standard housing.

· Establishing strong partnerships with churches, businesses, individuals across the county.
